 Grant Application Guidelines

Purpose of Grants

Oreon E. Scott grants are made to general ministries, regional ministries, and institutions of higher education affiliated with the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) to help carry out the mission of the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) through leader development, congregation establishment and transformation, and becoming a pro-reconciling anti-racist church.  Grants are typically for a one-year time period; however, grants up to three years will be considered. Grants will not be made for capital projects.  Grants typically do not exceed $15,000, and preference will be given to proposals that demonstrate financial commitment from the sponsor.

Applicants

Eligibility for grants is limited to:
• General ministries and ethnic ministries
• Regional ministries
• Partner organizations that have a formal affiliation with a general or regional ministry

• Undergraduate institutions of higher education related to the church
• Theological institutions that are full members of Higher Education and Leadership Ministry’s Council on Theological Education

Requirements

The application package must include:
· The attached application form.

· A detailed description of the proposed program/activity, including a statement about the aims and purposes of the project; a rationale for the project; the target audience/constituency; and statistical or authoritative evidence indicating how the program/activity matches with the stated goals of the Oreon E. Scott Foundation.

· A detailed program budget showing all income and expenses projected for the project, including other identified sources of funding.

· A summary of how the outcomes will be assessed and measured.

· A list of staff and other principals who will be involved.

Reporting

Grant recipients are required to provide a report on the project and its impact. A grant recipient that does not submit a report by the reporting deadline will not be considered for a grant for three years.
The application package must be limited to five pages or less. Only requests that fulfill the application requirements will be considered. Grant applications must be postmarked by June 30, 2025.
